Punctuality 

Please be on time for your lessons.  If you are late, you waste your  

time and the time of the other students in the class.  If you arrive more  

than 15 minutes late for lesson 1 or 5 minutes late for lesson 2 or 3,  

your teacher has been instructed not to let you into class.  For more  

information, see the lateness policy notice on the board in the classroom. 

 

Absence  

If you are sick and you cannot come to school, please telephone to let us know. If you have a  

General Student Visa and you are sick for more than 5 days, you must get a doctor’s note. 

If you arrange something and you know that you are going to miss a lesson, please tell your 

teacher in advance. 

If you miss lessons, your teacher will expect you to catch up in the self-study time. 

We will not be able to give you a Leaving Certificate unless you attend at least 80% of the 

lessons.  

Abusive Behaviour/Respect 

Respect each other and your teacher.  The school will not tolerate any form of bullying, 

racism, aggressive or abusive behaviour.  Please report any such behaviour to the Principal or 

Director of Studies.
