You also need it if you want to use the gym and pool at Clifton 

College.  It is not a good card for discounts.  If you want discounts, get an ISIC card. 

ISIC Card – Cost: £9.00.  Great for discounts all over the world.   Get your card from 

STA on the Triangle.  You will need to show them your ELC student card and also 

give them one photo.  See www.isic.org for benefits. 

Local Bus Passes: If you are going to use the bus a lot, you can buy a First Bus Photo 

Card for £10.00 and then you can get an unlimited daily pass for £3.20, a weekly pass 

for £15.80, or a monthy pass for £52.80 (Zone 1 only). Click here for details.
